The Theology of a Beggar

While growing up during World War Two (WW2) in a city on the West Coast, I developed a lifelong interest in the Pacific phase of that war.  Especially the Battle of Midway.


So sure of themselves were the United States' enemy in this battle that they left much of the yet unused bombs, torpedoes, and other munitions lying about their ships without stowing them away properly.  As one history recorded, ". . .the bill for a full morning's worth of sloppy ammunition stowage procedures came due with cataclysmic interest."  (Shattered Sword, Parshall & Tully, p. 255, Washington, 2006.)


Indeed!


In the span of five minutes at Midway, the final outcome of WW2 was determined though hundreds of thousands of lives and years of devastating warfare remained to be spent.


That statement which summarized the lapses of sound procedures sounded to me an awfully lot like sin.  Not a popular word these days nevertheless a terrible reality.  For sin accrues not only "cataclysmic" but eternal interest.  It is terribly, eternally costly.


Paul, that transformed old Pharisee, reminds us that the chief character of sin, original and particular, is idolatry, violation of the First Commandment.  In his letter to the church at Rome, the apostle notes this in the very first chapter, verses 18 -32.  The "interest" described here is what I call "The Descent of Man," a step by step note of how evil humans became and have become.


The descent begins by suppression of the Truth.  (vs 18)  Hello, Adam!  Hello, Eve!


In turn, this led to abandoning the Truth which was exchanged for futile thinking (rationalization?) and darkened hearts (freedom from religion?).  (vs 21)  And it gets worse.  You see, the "interest" paid for sin compounds; it starts with "sloppy stowage procedures" spiritually, mentally and physically.


As humans, we do not naturally take God at His Word.  Neither commanded, proclaimed, written, Incarnate, nor preached.  We are naturally prone to trust ourselves rather than God and His Word.  That, friends, is idolatry, the basic sin.  Like Adam and Eve in the Garden.  It leads to death.  Forever.

The "Descent" ends in verses 28 - 32 with men and women who are "faithless, heartless, and ruthless."  Sounds like today's headlines, doesn't it?


But all of this idolatry and the death that it leads to has been conquered.  It has been conquered by the Cross and the Christ Who died on it for all of this viciousness. Thank You, Lord Jesus Christ.  The cataclysmic and eternal interest accrued by sin to sinners has been paid!


And His Resurrection has wiped our sinful record clean.  Additionally, His Resurrection has granted us the promise that believers, that is, men, women and children of faith, ". . .shall not perish but have everlasting life."  This saving faith is noted in the paragraph immediately preceding the verses of "The Descent" mentioned above.  Your gifted faith is your righteousness!  Thank You again and again, Lord.
Happy, happy Resurrection Day, 2019!
