Family of believers at Blessed Savior Lutheran—

Thank you for the warm greetings this past month!  It has been a joy to meet many of you in church and get acquainted with my new surroundings here for my vicarage year at seminary!  A lot has happened in just a month’s time and I know more will be happening in the future.

This text from Luke was used during worship service as the gospel lesson on August 11.  The meaning is rather self-explanatory, with Jesus telling us that not only are we humans of much more value than the animals that roam this earth, but that God knows all the things we need to get through this life and promises to provide them for us.  Any undue worrying, stress, and playing the ‘what if’ game are of no value.  Jesus even describes adding one single hour to a person’s life span as a small thing from His perspective!  If He considers that to be small, how much smaller are the needs we do worry about that are hypothetically within our control!

This first month I got a small taste of how undue stress gets us nowhere.  On Monday August 12, the very day after this text was read, I came to the church in the morning to find a tiny drip in the roof had escalated to ceiling damage that soaked my chair, desk, and some personal items, including theology books and commentaries.  Needless to say it was not the sight I wanted to see nor the way I wanted to spend my Monday morning, helping to clean that up and clear that room out!  But through it all everyone I have talked to at my new church home has expressed both sympathy and helped in any way they can to transition me over to a makeshift office on the opposite side of the sanctuary for the time being.  I have been very grateful at the effort that has been put in with giving me assistance during this time.  It serves as a reminder to me that God provides a way in helping me accomplish what I need to do during my time here at Blessed Savior.

During this month I have gotten to accompany Pastor to visit some of the shut-ins at our congregation.  For most of these visits I have been struck by how, even though they have some of the things to most be worried about by human standards, they appeared to be the most contented with their situation and how they recognize no matter what happens to them in this life, Jesus’ invitation for them to not worry is just as relevant as it is for us.  My hope is the rest of us can take these words of Jesus to heart as we understand that unpredictable and disappointing things will happen in life, but none of them are a surprise to God and He is always there, guiding us along, and above all sustaining us in our baptisms and through His word, body and blood.

[image: image2.emf]  The Theology of a Beggar   By Walter Mack     “In many ways, the song leader is the single most important person in leading great congregational  singing.”      Wow! Who could have written that?     I recently ran across this quote on the Internet. It advertised an  event for “song and worship leaders.”  And from an Episcopal website yet. What, I wondered, is the world of Christian faith coming to?  Episcopalians with song and worship leaders? What’s next? Dance teams, too, maybe?     The article caught my interest for goo d reason.     For many decades, before I became a Lutheran, I served as a song leader: at regular Sunday worship  services, camp meetings, revival meetings, evangelistic campaigns, “Youth for Christ” rallies, etc., etc.,  beyond count in this country and countr ies of western and northern Europe. My ego, fortunately, never  let me think what is claimed in that opening statement. Thank You, Lord! I have not missed the  experience.     On the website mentioned above, a non - Lutheran evangelical author rebuked the stated  premise and  made a profound defense of traditional congregational singing. I agreed with that author and hope that  most Lutherans would, too. If not, they should. Here are some points made that I found meaningful. See  whether or not you concur with them.     1. Traditional church music largely sings itself. It is tuneful! Framed by the rules of harmony, the  melodies become easily memorable. THEY ARE NOT COMPOSED FOR SOLOISTS TO RECORD  AND SELL! Tunes in psalms and hymns, in chants and songs, become lifelong fr iends. They run  continuously through our minds and lives, and they help to drive home good theology.     2. Celebrity song and worship leaders really are unnecessary. With good instruments and  instrumentalists, the only “Celebrity” in attendance should be the   Lord Jesus Christ. Anyone else? Well,  the Holy Spirit, too, Whose entire mission is to point us away from ourselves and to God’s Son, the  Anointed One, Jesus.     3. Microphones make unneeded speakers out of everyone, it seems. Especially singers. We have pa stors  who are trained theologians, called and ordained, to preach, teach, and train us from the pulpit. Or  vicars who are preparing for this important vocation. Preachy, story - telling and talkative song leaders?  Spare me.     4. What leads singing better than   an organ? Nothing I know of supercedes it or even equals it. Pipe  organs owe nearly all of their centuries of development to the accompaniment of the liturgy. The organ  —   and especially the pipe organ  —   almost alone can sustain pitch without decay. Its pa uses add  punctuation. And it allows human voices to deliver the text. For it cannot. Voice and instrument  compliment each other in praise and worship of our Lord, and in purposeful, spiritual messages to  congregants. What can improve on that? And organists   do not need “mikes.” They are largely unseen  and unheard. The music and text focus our attention on the message.    Not the performer.     5. Amplification of the song leader drowns out congregational singing. And belittles it. ‘Nuff said?    

 
[image: image3.emf]6. Rather than encouraging the congregation to sing, amplified song leaders promote listening. To them!  Those in the seats become listeners, “consumers” if you please, rather than participants. One visit to a  worship leader/praise band service will  convince you. You can barely hear yourself. Spare me, Lord.  Spare my friends, too.     I have watched “Christian music” become another facet of our consumer economy. For me, praise bands  and worship leaders and song writers who churn out song after song for t he commercial “Christian  market” mock the Word and the straightforward simplicity of the Gospel message. Not all of it, perhaps.  But most of it.     Remember, it is not at all about you and me. It is STILL all about Jesus. For you and for me. So I  encourage y ou, dear friends, to sing those wonderful Lutheran hymns and chorales, liturgical chants,  psalms and “songs of Zion” as led by the organ. Sing heartily. Now and always. For you will on high.  Forever. In praise of our Lord Jesus Christ.
